FESTIVAL HOURS
Saturday 1lam to 9:30pm (if show is running on time)
Sunday 11lam to 7pm (if show is running on time)

TENT SET-UP
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Friday setup — 3:00 pm to 7:00 pm ONLY (certain spots cannot set up before Sat)
Saturday setup—6:30 am to 10:00 am ONLY

You must check in PRIOR to setting up your tent. This will ensure that you are in the right spot and
also that we can answer any of your questions prior to set-up.

You must have your vehicle out of the Festival area by 10:00am. This rule is not
negotiable. This is for your safety and that of our Festival participants.

Only the items you listed on your accepted application may be sold at your booth. The committee
reserves the right to dismiss any vendor that chooses to do otherwise.

Be sure to bring your own extension cord if your booth requires electricity (minimum of 50 feet).
There will not be extra extension cords on site for your use.

Golf cart assistance will not be provided by volunteers during the hours of the Festival for
loading or unloading your merchandise.

TENT TEAR-DOWN

On Saturday, you may stay open for the duration of the evening if you wish.

On Saturday, vendors are encouraged to leave their tent in place overnight but to take any
merchandise with them. No cars are allowed inside the venue until the crowd clears.

All merchandise and booths must be torn down and removed by 8pm on Sunday, October 10.
Vehicles are not allowed in festival area until 7:00 pm on Sunday, OR UNTIL EVENT
STAFF DEEMS THE FESTIVAL GROUNDS SAFE, for removal of merchandise.

PARKING
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There is NO PARKING inside the Festival area. If you do need handicap parking, please have
this taken care of when submitting your application. Please indicate on your application if handicap
parking is needed.

Vehicles are not permitted in the Festival area during event hours.

MISC.
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Pets are not allowed.
Refunds will not be given in the event of inclement weather.
